What is V.I.P. Soccer?

The AYSO VIP (Very Important Player) Program is a soccer program to allow children (ages 4 & up) &

adults with physical or mental disabilities the opportunity to play soccer. VIP teams may consist of players
with the following disabilities:

Blind or visually impaired

Amputees or conditions that impair mobility
Autistic

Down Syndrome

Cerebral Palsy



How does the VIP Program work?

Our VIP Program runs in conjunction with our regular fall soccer season. Practice/games are each Saturday
from 9 — 10:30 AM at Dobson High School. Teams are formed each week based on player attendance and
are split up based on age, size and ability. We utilize buddies (helpers) to assist the players on the field. A
parent or other responsible person must stay with their player at the practice/game.

What are the goals for the players?

Have fun playing soccer

Understand the fundamentals of the game
Learn teamwork and fair play

Increase positive self-esteem

Become more physically fit

Meet and be comfortable with new people

What are VIP Buddies?

Buddies are special volunteers who partner with a single player for the practice/games. Depending on the
needs of the players, Buddies can assist and give direction to players or they can be there just for social
interaction (fun!). This program gives buddies a chance to get to know our players as individuals and
friends.
